DETAILS OF WORKSHOPS

     WORKSHOPS I: 11.05-12.05am

1. Opportunities for Working with Children.

Leader: Norris Boyland

The session will look at appropriate ways in which the local Church can engage with children in their communities today.


2. Money for God’s Sake: how to resource God’s plan for our Church. 
Leader:  Neil Bradley 

Join us to hear more about how you can help ensure that your church’s plans for mission and ministry can be funded. Hear, also, about the growing network of Parish Giving Links: the Champions of Stewardship.

3. Worshipping with Small Rural Communities. 

Leader:  The Revd Preb David Chantrey 
Rural communities provide wonderful opportunities for worshipping God.  How can rural churches minister to their whole communities and encourage all their people to share in worship?  How can we work ecumenically and with people of all ages from the youngest to the oldest?  

4. Using our Church Buildings more effectively.
Leader: Wendy Coombey
Some of our buildings are only used once a week and in some cases less than that.  This workshop will explore ways of making the best use of our buildings, using case studies and examples of different types of projects that have enabled the wider use of church buildings, particularly in rural areas.    It will unpack the benefits of partnership working and how other organisations can work with the church, and how to access the funding opportunities to improve the facilities within our church buildings.  In short – how do we use our buildings as tools for mission?
